6.5. Pastraipos jtrauka 0,75 cm.

6.6. Straipsnio apimtis —ne maziau 20 000 spaudos zenkly su tarpais ir ne daugiau 50 000 spaudos
zenkly su tarpais.

Publikavimo etikos nuostatos

Zurnalo ,, Taikomieji moksliniai tyrimai leidyba vyksta laikantis akademinés etikos reikalavimuy,
apibrézty Siauliy valstybinés kolegijos Akademinés etikos kodekse.

Autoriai gali pateikti tik originalius, anks¢iau nepublikuotus straipsnius. Autoriai, teikiantys
straipsnius, jsipareigoja laikytis akademinio saziningumo principo. Akademinio saziningumo
principg pazeidzia:

1. Padirbinéjimas, klastojimas arba manipuliavimas (pavyzdziui, nesamy duomeny sukiirimas, esamy
duomeny koregavimas siekiant pagerinti ar pabloginti rezultatus);

2. Padirbti parasai, pazymos, ataskaity duomenys ar rezultatai;

3. Nurodytas nesamas Saltinis, klaidingas Saltinio puslapis, tinklalapio lankymo data arba kitas
Saltinio apraso duomuo;

4. Gauty duomeny, prieStaraujanciy tyrimo hipotezei ir / ar klausimams, ir / ar tyrimo iSvady
nutyléjimas;

5. Samoningas klaidinancios informacijos apie empirinio tyrimo metodikg pateikimas;

6. Nepagristas (nepelnytas) bendraautorystés primetimas studentams, kolegoms, pavaldiniams ar
vadovams;

7. Mokslo taikomojoje veikloje talkinusiy asmeny intelektinio ir / ar finansinio jnaso nepagristas
neigimas arba nutyléjimas;

8. Empirinio tyrimo duomeny, kompiuteriy programy, empirinés medziagos pavyzdziy, rankras¢io
vagysté arba sgmoningas sugadinimas;

Recenzavimo procesas:

Straipsnius recenzuoja redakcinés kolegijos paskirti du tos mokslo krypties recenzentai, kurie
neskelbiami, straipsniy autoriy tapatybé recenzentui taip pat neatskleidziama (angl. double blind
review).

Jei recenzenty vertinimai i§ esmés skiriasi, straipsnj papildomai recenzuoja tre¢iasis recenzentas.

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APPLIED SCIENTIFIC RESEARCH
Guidelines for authors

1. The periodical peer-reviewed scientific journal “Applied Scientific Research” of Siauliai
University of Applied Sciences is published annually in two issues: on June 30 and 31 December.
Cumulative dialing is applied: an article that has passed the review and editing procedures is
published immediately, without waiting for the full issue to be published.

2. Avrticles are sent by e-mail t.tamosiunas@svako.lt

3. The journal publishes articles written in Lithuanian or English. Authors must submit articles in the
correct language.

4. An article is published if it meets the requirements for a scientific article and successfully passes
the peer review process of two anonymous researchers in the respective field.

5. Publication of articles is free.

6. Format requirements:

6.1. Text editor - Microsoft Word.

6.2. Font - Times New Roman, 12 pt.

6.3. Margins: Top and Bottom 20 mm, Left 20 mm, Right 20 mm.

6.4. Line spacing: single.

6.5. Paragraph indent 0.75 cm.

6.6. An article length should by at least 20,000 characters with spaces and no more than 50,000
characters with spaces.

7. Structure of the article:

7.1. The title of the article.

7.2. Author's name and surname.

7.3. Author's degree, place of work, position (separately for each author).

7.4. Abstract in the language of the article (up to 500 characters).

7.5. Keywords (up to 5 word).

7.6. Introduction of the article: relevance of the topic, research problem, the aim and objectives
of the research, research methodology, novelty and significance of the research results.

7.7. Text of the article: theoretical, methodological, research results sections, conclusions
(recommendations).

7.8. Summary (in English, up to 1000 characters, Keywords - up to 5 word).

7.9. References.

8. The articles must contain: the relevance of the topic and the research problem based on the
essential scientific and documentary sources, the aim and objectives of the research, the research
methods described, the analysis of theoretical sources and research results, conclusions (possibly
recommendations).

9. The formatting of tables and figures, in-text citations and reference list: APA style should be
applied in the social sciences, Vancouver style in the biomedical sciences and ISO 690:2010
standard in the technology sciences.

10. Reviewers evaluate the following aspects:

1. Validity of topic relevance and a scientific problem;

2. Formulation of scientific research problem, objective and goals;

3. Presentation of the research methodology and methods and their application;
4. Analysis of scientific literature;

5. The depth of chosen problem analysis;

6. Reasoning of the main ideas;

7. Theoretical and practical results of the research;
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8. Linking conclusions with scientific problem of the article, stated objectives, presented and
substantiated results of the research;

9. List of the used literature;

10. Conformity to correct scientific English, proper usage of terms.

11. Reviewers make one of four recommendations:

1. to accept the article to be published in the scientific journal "Applied Scientific Research”
without reservation;

2. to accept the article to be published in the scientific journal "Applied Scientific Research" after
improvement, but without re-evaluation by the reviewer;

3. to accept the article to be published in the scientific journal "Applied Scientific Research" after
improvement and after re-evaluation by the reviewer;

4. to reject (with reasons in the notes).

Ethics of publishing

The articles in the journal "Applied Scientific Research” are published in accordance with the
standard requirements of academic ethics.

Authors may submit only original, previously unpublished articles. Authors submitting articles
undertake to adhere to the principle of academic integrity.

Review process:

Acrticles are reviewed by two anonymous reviewers appointed by the editorial board. The identity
of the authors of the articles is also not disclosed to the reviewer (double blind review).

If the reviewers' assessments differ substantially, the article is additionally reviewed by a third
reviewer.
